2.8 Administration Grant Statement 2008/2009

The day to day administration of the programme i.e. staff costs, office and other running costs is funded by CLG via the Area Based Grant.  The allocated amount for 2008/2009 was insufficient to cover all costs and the excess was therefore budgeted to be funded by an accumulated reserve of unspent admin grant from previous years.


The total Administration Grant for 2008/2009 has reduced to £490,816.  The situation as at year end 2008/2009 is:
